COMMONWEALTH OF PENNSYLVANIA vs.
KERVIN CYRILLE, DEFENDANT.

Omnibus Pretrial Motion—
Petition for Habeas Corpus; Motion to Suppress.
Defendant, Kervin Cyrille, was charged with DUI, Controlled Substance — 2nd
Offense; Possession of a Small Amount of Marijuana; and Driving without a Valid Inspec-
tion. Defendant filed an Omnibus Pretrial Motion, which included a Petition for Habeas
Corpus and a Motion to Suppress.

A police officer must possess probable cause to stop a motor vehicle if the officer
observes a traffic code violation that does not require any additional investigation. Com-
monwealth v. Chase, 960 A.2d 108 (Pa. 2008); Commonwealth v. Feczko, 10 A.3d 1285,
1291 (Pa.Super. 2011).

When there is a legitimate traffic stop and additional suspicion arises before the
initial stop’s purpose has been fulfilled, detention is permissible to investigate the new
suspicions. Commonwealth v. Chase, 960 A.2d 108, 115 n.5 (Pa. 2008).

The Court denied Defendant’s Petition for Habeas Corpus and Motion to Suppress.
In doing so, the Court found the stop of the Defendant’s vehicle and his subsequent arrest
were lawful, and suppression was not warranted. The Court also found that a prima facie
case for all the charges had been established.

OPINION

ANTHONY, |, July 23, 2025. Following an incident on July
12, 2024, the defendant, Kervin Cyrille, was charged with DUI,
Controlled Substance—2nd Offense; Possession of a Small
Amount of Marijuana; and Driving without a Valid Inspection.
On February 11, 2025, the defendant filed an Omnibus Pretrial
Motion, which included a Petition for Habeas Corpus and a Mo-
tion to Suppress. A hearing was held on April 8, 2025, following
which I took the matter under advisement and the parties submit-
ted briefs. This opinion follows.

FINDINGS OF FACT
On July 12, 2024, at approximately 2:18 p.m., Corporal Mi-

chael Mullen of the Macungie Borough Police Department was at

his desk at police headquarters when he heard loud music outside.
The sound was so loud, it shook Mullen’s desk. Mullen viewed the
station’s surveillance feed and saw that a 2005 Crown Victoria
pulled in to the police station and parked. The car did not have any
inspection or emission stickers. Mullen exited the station, got in
his patrol vehicle, and pulled up behind the Crown Victoria.

Corporal Mullen approached the vehicle and spoke with the
driver and sole occupant, identified as the defendant, Kervin Cy-
rille. While speaking with the defendant, Mullen smelled a strong
odor of burnt marijuana coming from the defendant and the ve-
hicle. Mullen also observed that the defendant’s eyes were glassy
and bloodshot, and his pupils were dilated. Mullen asked the de-
fendant if he smoked any marijuana, and the defendant stated he
smoked earlier in the day.

Based on his observations, Corporal Mullen asked the defen-
dant to step out of the vehicle to perform standardized field sobri-
ety tests (“FST”) and Advance Roadside Impaired Driving Enforce-
ment ("ARIDE”) testing. Following the tests, Mullen determined
the defendant was under the influence and incapable of safe
driving. The defendant was taken into custody for suspected DUI.
Mullen asked the defendant for consent to search the vehicle, and
the defendant agreed.! During the search, Mullen discovered a
marijuana cigarette in the vehicle. The defendant was taken to
central booking where he signed an implied consent form agreeing
to submit to a blood test.

DISCUSSION
Motion to Suppress

A police officer must possess probable cause to stop a motor
vehicle if the officer observes a traffic code violation that does not
require any additional investigation. Commonwealth v. Chase, 960
A.2d 108 (Pa. 2008); Commonwealth v. Feczko, 10 A.3d 1285, 1291
(Pa.Super. 2011). “Probable cause exists where the facts and cir-
cumstances within the officers’ knowledge are sufficient to warrant
a person of reasonable caution in the belief that an offense has

been or is being committed.” Commonwealth v. Smith, 237 A.3d
580, 583 (Pa.Super. 2020) (quoting Commonwealth v. Gibson, 638
A.2d 203, 206 (Pa.1994)). Probable cause is a less demanding
standard than proof beyond a reasonable doubt. Id.

I find Corporal Mullen had probable cause to stop the de-
fendant’s vehicle. He credibly testified that he observed that the
defendant’s vehicle did not have any inspection or emissions stick-
ers, in violation of the Vehicle Code.

Having found the initial stop was lawful, I must determine if
the continued detention of the defendant was justified. When there
is a legitimate traffic stop and additional suspicion arises before
the initial stop’s purpose has been fulfilled, detention is permis-
sible to investigate the new suspicions. Commonwealth v. Chase,
960 A.2d 108, 115 n.5 (Pa. 2008). Corporal Mullen testified that
when he spoke to the defendant, he immediately smelled a strong
odor of burnt marijuana, and observed that the defendant had
glassy, bloodshot eyes and dilated pupils. Additionally, the defen-

dant admitted to smoking marijuana earlier in the day.

Looking at the totality of the circumstances, Corporal Mullen
possessed reasonable suspicion to further detain the defendant to
investigate suspected DUI. See Commonwealth v. Sanchez, 326
A.3d 926, 934 (officer had reasonable suspicion to extend traffic
stop to investigate DUI where officer smelled marijuana emanat-
ing from vehicle and observed that defendant’s eyes were bloodshot
and glassy, and defendant acknowledged having used marijuana
earlier that day).

To further confirm or dispel his suspicions, Corporal Mullen
then had the defendant perform FSTs and ARIDE testing, which
the defendant failed. Based on this, and all of his other observations,
Mullen was justified in arresting the defendant for DUT and request-
ing a blood draw. As such, the stop of the defendant’s vehicle and
his subsequent arrest were lawful, and suppression is not warranted.

Petition for Habeas Corpus

When a defendant files a Petition for Writ of Habeas Corpus,
the court’s sole determination is to determine whether the Com-

monwealth has set forth a prima facie case with respect to each
element of the crimes charged. Commonwealth v. Miller, 810 A.2d
178, 180 (Pa.Super. 2002). A prima facie case consists of evidence,
read in the light most favorable to the Commonwealth, which
establishes that a crime has been committed and that the defendant
is probably the one that committed the crime. Id. In other words,
the Commonwealth must produce evidence that, if accepted as
true, would warrant the case going to a jury. Commonwealth v.
Austin, 575 A.2d 141, 143 (Pa.Super. 1990); Miller at 180. This
does not require the Commonwealth to prove guilt beyond a rea-
sonable doubt nor to show that evidence is available for trial to
prove guilt beyond a reason-able doubt. Austin at 143.

The defendant has made a general allegation that the Com-
monwealth failed to produce sufficient evidence to establish a
prima facie case of the charges. However, looking at the evidence,
as summarized above and read in a light most favorable to the
Commonwealth, it is clear that a prima facie case for all the
charges has been established.

ORDER

AND NOW, this 23rd day of July, 2025, upon consideration
of the defendant’s Petition for Habeas Corpus and Motion to Sup-
press, filed February 11, 2025, as part of the defendant’s Omnibus
Pretrial Motion;

ITIS HEREBY ORDERED that said motions are DENIED.
